October is here, and at Tillicum the school continues to be an
amazing environment for teaching and learning. By combining
high expectations for behaviour and commitment to our
learning, we have set the wheels in motion for an outstanding
school year. Thanks so much to the Tillicum staff for their commitment to our program
and to the dedication shown toward the wonderful children in their care. We are
thrilled with the respectful manner in which our students have conducted themselves.
Students have set goals for themselves, and they have shown respect for our code of
conduct - an important cornerstone of our school.

The vision of Tillicum is to provide a safe, caring school community where
strengths are honoured and learning is exciting. Tillicum students will
acquire and demonstrate academic, social and behavioural skills that will
allow them to contribute as moral citizens in a culturally diverse,
technological world.

Safety at Tillicum

Another one of our priorities at Tillicum is the safety of all the
students and staff while in and around the building. To that
end, we regularly practice fire drills, ensuring the entire
school population is able to exit the building quickly and
quietly. On Thursday, October 12%™, Tillicum will have the
Saanich Fire Department here to assist us with a fire drill. We
will also be taking part in the BC Provincial Earthquake
ShakeOut Earthquake drill. The earthquake drill will be on
Tuesday, October 17" and will be an opportunity to review
and practice our earthquake emergency plans. We hope that
students and families have discussed earthquake preparedness for their homes. On
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Tuesday, November 21t we will be having a lockdown DRILL organized by Saanich
Police. Schools practice lockdown drills in order to prepare for the unlikely event that
we would have to go into lockdown due to a potential threat to our safety. We keep
these drills low key, but wanted to share with parents that this practice drill is part of
our safety plans at Tillicum.

Another aspect of SAFETY for us is bicycle safety and parking lot safety. We have
stressed the importance of bicycle safety with students — choosing SAFE riding routes to
and from school, wearing a helmet, etc. We have also reminded students that all of the
bicycles in our bike racks during the school day should be locked, and are out of bounds
to all students. Regarding student drop off on Orillia Street, we wish to remind parents
to stay clear of the bus zone and residential driveways. Pick up and drop off on Albina
Street is also very busy (parents are reminded to please not park in the Staff Parking lot
as it is reserved for staff), and we want to remind everyone that SAFETY is of huge
importance — please do your part to be safe!

Dressing for the Weather

The wet, sometimes windy, west coast winter weather will soon be here. It is therefore
important that students are dressed appropriately for these conditions. We would
appreaate your support in ensuring that your child arrives at school on rainy days with
warm, water-resistant/waterproof clothing: a jacket/poncho
(preferably with a hood) and closed shoes (rain boots, if possible.)
Unless it is raining heavily, our students do go out for recess, exercise
activities, or neighbourhood walks. Some field trips also involve
students being outdoors, even when the weather is wet. Proper
clothing will help keep your child warm and dry throughout the day.

We are very excited to once again see the return of Senior Choir this school year. Senior
Choir is open to all students in Grade 3,4 and 5. Practices are every Thursday @ Lunch
Recess. No experience is necessary, so come out and sing with us! We are looking
forward to our next performance at the Remembrance Day assembly. A big thank you
to all of the staff stepping up to provide this opportunity for our students.
